Meanwhile, the construction of the new Sports Courts is going smoothly with grading and installation of
the Post-Tensioned concrete slab. Setting the cabling tendons for the slab will take place over the next
three weeks, and a pour date is slated for mid-August. Once the slab cures, the court surfacing will be
applied. We anticipate the courts will reopen in early October!
